Cllr Nick’s Report to Mortimer Parish — Edition 6, Feb 2024

Restoring A Pavement Outside David Cliff/Mortimer Cafe

The pavement outside Mortimer Café/David CIiff in Victoria Road was restored to address
the long-standing hazard to pedestrians, notably disabled or those with pushchairs, caused
by parked cars, who understandably thought it was a layby. Cars can still park outside the
premises on the street but unlike with the previous arrangement, pavement parking can incur
a Police fine.

The proposal, to fund the work, using money given paid by housebuilders, was made by the
parish council (tabled by me), with district councillors’ support. Both businesses were notified
in advance. | believe | made clear that, since it was reliant on the Member Bid funding (money
available for local projects), for which the cut-off was October, so in practice that meeting, it
was therefore a “yes” or “no” decision we sought — not for example a feasibility study. The
proposal referred to drawing was provided, previously drawn up by West Berks Council civil
engineers.

Before parish council voted to do the project, | tried to address concerns raised by some
councillors, including CliIr Kilshaw, who feared that cars would using the nearby driveway to
ride up onto the pavement. | believe he remained opposed to the proposal after assurances
| would raise it with the civil engineers, but that led to a note in the approved motion (which
agreed to do the work) “Should WBC not accept the request for non-dropped kerbs, SMPC
wishes to be consulted on what other measures can be put in place to prevent people parking
on the pavement’.

| assume | now have the opportunity to facilitate this feedback via full council, since | was not
selected for F&GP where | think it will be discussed on 6 March. This report seeks to do this.
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unexpected there, and restrict the pavement width. Railings are not used along pavement
edges in such positions for this reason. Tesco junction in Burghfield is an example of how
they are used. Whilst | accept the concerns, the relevant experts explained why they are
flawed.

In the event an obstruction recurs — which is ultimately the problem we (parish) sought to
address; the Neighbourhood Police have said (PC Hubbard Clark) that they will carry out
enforcement. | suspect that most drivers who bump up onto a pavement think, incorrectly,
they are being helpful to traffic flow. The civil engineer saw no problem in that location with
cars being parked along the Highway.

Former chairman Clir Dennett who lives near the café, and former long-term chairman of
Roads & Footpaths, reports this project as a success. My observations have been that the
cars are either entirely on the road, or only slightly on the pavement.

The Clerk’s discussions with me since the project was agreed, was focussed entirely on
initiating the work, her asking me what if anything she needed to do to move it forward — did
she for example need to raise a P/O on a contractor. | advised her that WBC would used its
normal contractor,. Volker Highways, and invoice the parish council for its share. This rather
supports my understanding of what the council agreed to do — get the work done, and report
back on the question. There seems no grounds to renege on the agreement with WBC and
refuse to pay the bill, as was mentioned by a councillor on a Facebook post.

| suggest the answer to the question of “what other measures can be put in place to prevent
people parking on the pavement’, is:

only if we have quantitative evidence that suggests extra special measures are still needed,
is to do one or more of a) asking the café to carry a polite note asking customers not to
pavement b) issue our own polite notes, or c) engage the Neighbourhood Police to do
education/ticketing. The question remains, though, why would we need to go to those
measures there, and nowhere else, when it seems we have resolved the problem we sought
to fix?

Finally, the civil engineer, noting an area of ponding on the driveaway to the rear of the café,

with the landlord’s agreement, included resurfacing of that area, in the work to avoid further
damage to the Highway.

If |
see a car parked on the pavement |
leave a note telling them how
dangerous and selfish it is. | care very
much about this and wouldn’t want
the same thing to happen again
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Council Budget

West Berks Council is not alone in facing severe
financial pressures, through funding shortage
coupled with a rising cost in essential services,
notably Adult Social Care and Childrens’ Service,
which make up the lion’s share of spending. It
recently ran a public consultation on a range of
possible savings — as described HERE. Each
suggested cut, not surprisingly, met with varying
levels of concern or objection. The Executive took
as much of these into account as possible, in
concluding on what reductions to make and not
make. For example, the proposals relating to litter
and dog waste bin collections, gully emptying, weed
spraying and community transport payments are
unlikely to go ahead. The budget is described here,
was considered by the council Executive on 8
February and will be presented to full council on 29
February at 17.30. It will be streamed on YouTube
as usual here.

Change Of Council Leader

Lee Dillon recently stepped down as leader of West Berkshire Council, because he is
standing as MP in the forthcoming General Election. He’s passed the baton to Jeff
Brooks, as Acting Leader, with Denise Gaines becoming acting Deputy Leader. There
more about this here. | suspect the impact of this change on Burghfield & Mortimer is
low, with Jeff Brooks the acting leading being an experienced and tenacious councillor.
My short personal experience with Lee is that he is open, knowledgeable, and committed
to serve.

The Local Plan

The Lacal Plan says by how much,
and where, your community
will grow and change.

Local Plans, prepared by local planning authorities such as West Berks Council, aim to set
out a vision for the future development of an area. They must be reviewed every 5 years.
The current Plan runs until 2026. The previous administration created a new Local Plan,
intended to run until 2039, which it submitted to the Secretary of State (Michael Gove) on 31
March 2023, for the review/approval process to start. The new administration had promised
that, if elected, it would “take all available action to change” what it felt was a flawed Plan, if
necessary by creating a new one. Particular concerns related to proposals to build houses
on green spaces in Northeast Thatcham and Theale, without what it felt was sufficient
supporting infrastructure. In December, it concluded that the Plan as submitted should be
cancelled with a replacement created focussing on developing the district’s villages. Shortly
before the council was due to vote on this, Michael Gove’s office instructed it that it cannot
cancel the Plan and must support it through Planning Inspector review. That's what’s
happening now. The status of that review is covered HERE and HERE.

As you may know, the submitted Local Plan includes
100 new homes in Clayhill Road, Burghfield

result the Local Plan policy (CS8) that states
“residential development in the inner land use
planning consultation zones of AWE Aldermaston
and AWE Burghfield is likely to be refused planning
permission by the Council when the Office for
Nuclear Regulation(ONR) has advised against that
development‘ would not have applied, because the
site was outside the DEPZ when approved. When
detailed Planning consent (known as “reserved
matters”) was granted in 2022 - details HERE - a
single condition was applied, relating to AWE, that
“a telephone land line” must be “fixed in each house”
and “maintained...in a working order”. It seems
AWE and the Environment Agency have recently LA
objected to housing on the site, but, as suggested, Pondhouse Farm/C/ayh/// Road site
this seems too late, given Planning permission was

granted and homes are being built there.

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House Building - Tower Gardens, Mortimer

The house builder TA Fisher is appealing against the refusal of THIS
Planning application for a retaining wall for new homes to be built on
the southern permitter of land set aside for the purpose in 2017, It
was declined by the previous administration’s Planning committee,
primarily because it felt the wall’s height did not comply with the
Neighbourhood Plan. | elected to comment on the appeal, for
reasons | explained to parish council colleagues some months ago.
Because of the refusal TA Fisher created revised designs, of split-
level properties, with 3 storey rear elevations, and a lower wall, as an
alternative way of dealing with the land contour. There is more on this
HERE. The houses have been approved but not yet the associated
lower wall. TA Fisher is pressing on with Phase 3 meanwhile, which
contains most of the affordable homes.

Biodiversity Net Gain

Biodiversity net gain (BNG) is an approach to development,
and/or land management, that aims to leave the natural
environment in a measurably better state than it was
beforehand. Under the Environment Act 2021, all planning
permissions granted in England (with a few exemptions)
except for small sites must deliver at least 10% biodiversity
net gain from 12 February 2024. Small sites will need to
comply from 2 April 2024. BNG is measured using Defra’s
biodiversity metric. There’s more about BNG here

Flexible ‘Dump’ Booking

February 2024 > Monday 19 February

You can book/amend slot 1 hour (or
less) ahead

You can now make and change same-day bookings
at the Padworth (and Newtown Road) Waste and
Recycling centres, one hour (or less) in

advance. This change came about after a resident
(Jeremy Sharp of Kennet Radio) asked why he could
not make impulse bookings — simply deciding to go
to the dump, if it has capacity. Or indeed, upon
realising you are not ready to go, push the booking
out (or bring it forward) that day. | discussed the
requirement with our Waste team (I wrote it in ‘User
Stories’ form). They agreed that if capacity exists,
there’s every reason to allow short notice bookings
and changes. They changed the online booking
system to work this way.

Don’t forget to register for and use the “online permit”
method to book— the “one-day” permit is, as the
name suggests, only suited for one-off bookings per
car.

School Parking - Mortimer St Mary’s

St Mary’s school governors and headteacher are
looking at iffhow a school car park can be created. The
latest idea would use land to the east of the church
byway, off Church Lane (the byway).
supporting them with a cost estimate, and they pitched
their idea to Mortimer the parish council in January, in
the hope of receiving some financial support. | had
hoped they might consider making any car park serve
the dual use of the school and the rail station but they

don’t seem keen.

Four Houses Corner — Mortimer

The public consultation, comprising an invitation for comments on and a public meeting about
the Planning application for the site, finished in January. The planned review of the Planning
application at January’s Eastern Area Planning meeting was postponed after a late police
objection. It will now be considered on 6 March. Some residents queried the number of
pitches and their occupancy level. There are 17 pitches (one less than when the site was
last in use), each allowing for two caravans, one of which has a foul drainage connection. A
tenancy agreement between pitch holder/family and West Berks Council would defined and
manage occupancy and other conditions. The Mortimer Neighbourhood Plan’s requirement
for a “Site Design Brief” does not apply here, since this would be a redevelopment of an
existing site. Whilst several people, notably including the late PC Harper’s mother Mrs Adlam
have objected to the re-opening of the site owing to its proximity to the place of PC Harper’s
manslaughter. | understand that the former residents have a legal right to return, which
seems to rule out finding/purchasing another site in Mortimer, at unknown cost. The National
Police Chiefs’ Council lead for Gypsies, Roma and Travellers, said “there seems to be a
deep-seated and accepted prejudice that demonises people from the community. You
wouldn’t call any other ethnicity inherently criminal. There is no evidence to suggest we have
a disproportionately high crime rate around Traveller sites”.

School drop-off/collection — Burghfield Common

Following a public/parish councillor request, to ask Burghfield Co-Op to change their delivery
times, to avoid school morning drop off, the Neighbourhood Police Sergeant Andy Murray
visited the branch, and the local Constable has put the request to Co Op Head office for a
change of schedule.

| spotted a separate concern, on a local Facebook group, about parents parking on the
marked “no wait” area outside The Willink. The supplier of Burghfield Rec’s CCTV said that
cameras are often used to deter this, but it's unclear who would monitor such a system. |
therefore asked the Neighbourhood Police to carry out a spot check and understand they will
pay a visit to do some “education” soon.

Gigaclear  reworks
reinstatement after
complains of earlier jo.

As mentioned in previously newsletters, Gigaclear’'s
installations in Mortimer and Burghfield Common, have
come with some problems, ranging from poor
reinstatement of the ground afterwards to installation
delays and just not turning up to install. Whilst only the first
of these falls under our remit, | have written to the supplier
to support resident complaints. There was a joint
inspection between Gigaclear, a West Berks Council
officer and fellow councillor Vicky Poole in Burghfield and
a similar inspection in Mortimer. | understand most defects
have been fixed. On the installation delays and no shows,
| received this candid looking reply from Gigaclear “We are
getting great take up in Mortimer and have already
connected a high number of customers, however as we
scale the business we are having challenges in scaling our
IT system and our processes. We have also been failing
our customers. We are taking steps to address these and
improve our installation journey and | can only apologies
to those who have wasted their day waiting for our
engineers to arrive. If you could provide the address or
Customer number, | will personally investigate and come
back to you’.

Electric Vehicle Charging

| continue to work with our “EV team” to provide grant funded roadside electric vehicle charge
points for residents that have no off-street parking. The council has installed 57 such chargers
so far in the district and expects to add about 40 per year for the next 4 years. In January
560kWhrs were pumped into electric vehicle through these. The council hopes to let further
contracts for on street lamp powered/bollard style chargers as well as off street fast charging
for car parks. | hope to announce what this means for the ward soon.

Frequently Asked Questions

Below summarises commonly raised council related questions and how to get them answered.

How Do | Report Highways and Countryside Problems?

The online problem reporting system allows residents (and parish councils) to report
problems relating to Highways (potholes, dirty road signs, unemptied pavement bins and non-
working street lights) and Countryside (unemptied bins in parks and footpaths). You can
access the system HERE from a PC or mobile device.

You select the problem category from a list and mark the incident location on a map. You can
(and ideally should) upload photos for pothole cases but should not try to measure their depth.
You'll receive an email acknowledgement, giving an indicative response time. The incident
is then reviewed and assigned a priority. A non-working pelican crossing, or a serious pothole
for example, should be dealt with within a few hours of reporting, whilst a less serious pothole
may take 28 days. You'll receive email updates as the incident progresses. If it is deemed a
duplicate of a problem reported by others or dealt with already, you will be informed. You
can nominate other people to receive notifications of the incident’s progress.
